David Logacho, Director, La Biblia Dice reports on Derek Stringer’s visit. 
(Additional comments from Derek).

➢ David – Quito, the capitol of Ecuador is 9,100 feet above sea level. 
Thankfully Derek didn’t have any problems adjusting to the altitude. 
After flights dogged by delays he was straight into a major Bible 
Conference in La Loma. It was a ‘full house’ at all meetings. People 
were standing in the doorway as well as a video link overflow.

➢ Derek – Our ‘partner ministry’ in Ecuador supplies radio programmes 
to 450 stations in 18 countries. In a difficult financial climate they 
need all the support that we can give. Through our UK Ministry 
Partners we were able to give $7,000 as well as to pass on my 
preaching honoraria. 

➢ David - There are many stresses in life, and Derek was asked to take 
up this topic at a special breakfast meeting for potential donors to the 
ministry. 

 Meetings with students and faculty of the Ecuadorian Missionary 
Bible Institute were very worthwhile. The students mostly come 
from the jungle spending three years in training before going back 
to their churches and communities. 

 ‘Disappointment In Ministry’ was the theme Derek was invited to 
address when a large number of Church Pastors met - twice as 
many as they normally get.  

 A radio journalist recorded an interview with Derek for almost 30 
minutes. The interview was broadcast across the Spanish world.

 Finally, Derek preached a three day mission in the city of 
Latacunga, 80 miles south of Quito. Ecuadorians are “famous” 
for being unpunctual, but people from this city were the worst. 
One meeting started two hours late! But even this, was a learning 
experience for an Englishman! He knows now that Latinos are 
event not time oriented. For them, the most important thing is to be there, no matter at what time! 

➢ Derek - Several people discovered it was ‘time to seek the Lord’ and received Jesus as Lord and Saviour.

➢  David - This visit has been so refreshing for us. We really hope that this will not be Derek's first and last visit 
to Ecuador. 

➢  Derek - I met Klever Tenelema when I preached to students and staff at the Ecuadorian Missionary Bible 
Institute. He is 24 years old, the sixth of a family of seven, from a Quichua community. He is soon to complete 
the second of three years of studies. Klever was very seriously ill and was not expected to live. He is now 

recovering well. Required to pay hospital bills he now has no means of self 
support, except occasional jobs given to him at the Bible Institute. Without 
financial assistance he will not be able to complete his studies and return 
to his church. For just £350 we can sponsor him for the complete final 
year. Yes, one whole year of study and living expenses. It seemed like a 
great investment in ministry to me. Please will you join us in helping to 
sponsor Klever?

Let’s make a difference to the Quichua people by sponsoring

This is one of the most difficult 
times in my ministry; every month 
I ask God: “Lord is this the month I will 
have to shut down the whole thing?” So far by His grace and 
the sacrifice of many, it sounds like He is saying, “Not yet.”

Even though this is a hard time as we have seen many good 
opportunities go away for lack of resources, I praise Him for His 
care with me. He gave me a wonderful wife who understands 
when I explain to her that our groceries will have to wait. He 
gave me a people who are not my staff; they are my brothers 
in Christ and co-workers willing to face the same difficulties 
because they believe in what we do. They see the results in 
people’s life, so they keep going. They produce television, 
Internet content, radio, publications and special events, among 
other things. What a blessing!

I am doing everything I can to keep the ministry reaching 
as many people as possible. I find myself teaching, writing, 
preaching, recording for TV, radio and many other activities . 
. . even working as a consultant to business companies. This 
amount of work is really time consuming, but it’s worth it. 

And of course I do not want to be only a preacher or a 
Bible teacher. I want to be a husband and a father, so it has 
been a challenge to balance all those things. But thanks to God 
I am still playing soccer with my 6 year old Leonardo, taking 
my two-year-old Melina bike rides and playing chess with my 
16 year old Jennifer. I also enjoy watching a nice movie and 
eating popcorn with my dear wife, Julie, but I want to take her 
for special dinner one of these days. 

In September Derek Stringer is speaking at some key 
Bible Conferences in Brazil. It will be wonderful if he 
could take a special financial gift from our UK Ministry 
Partners.
